Your Hanging Baskets and


Patio Pots





Keeping your hanging baskets and patio pots looking beautiful can be simple- if you remember a few things you need to do to maintain them properly.


Place baskets and pots in proper locations.  Ex: Full sun or Shade.


Don’t forget to water your plants!  Keep them moist.  If your basket dries out completely; soak in a sink for about an hour.  


Deadhead spent blooms.  This will encourage plant growth and flower production.


Use a balanced liquid fertilizer at least every other week.  This will keep your plant healthy and strong!


Water in the morning if possible.  This will ensure that the plant will have plenty of water throughout the day.  

















Mulching has so many benefits that it is worth the time and expense.  By using mulch you conserve moisture which reduces the need for excessive irrigation.  If you apply a good 2-3 inch layer of mulch; that makes it difficult for weeds to emerge. (Be sure that you pull any weeds that exist- as they will just grow through the mulch!)  Mulching will minimize the use of chemicals and you will have less hand weeding- a definite plus! Shredded Pine Mulch or Sweet Peat will decompose over time creating an excellent composted base which is perfect for earthworms and other beneficial organisms to thrive.
